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 What are Agape Communities? Most churches know them as òsmall groupsó but we 

like the terms home communities or Agape Communities. In my past experiences in ministry 

small groups were considered one of the churchõs ministries. Sunday mornings become the 

focus of the ministersõ and eldersõ energies and the place to reach people for Jesus. Small 

groups struggled to survive because the church was a church that tried to use small groups. 

However, at Agape, they are the driving ministry behind what we do. We are a church of 

small groups. While Sunday morning worship is important it is not our major point of contact 

with people or our communities. Our ministry, leadership development, studies, and point of 

contact for people will be our home communities. 

Agape Communities are a place to connect, develop relationships, develop faith, share 

struggles and victories, and do ministry in their local communities. At Agape we have 12 

home communities. This fall we will add 3 more and are praying for 24 by next Easter. 

Some reach people through art/music, pre-marital development, marriage enrichment, and 

support to single women. Others are gatherings in homes which do ministry, study the bible, 

and share meals together. Our future elders will be home community leaders and in these 

environments they will develop shepherding skills and help others develop their faith. Our 

communities target their communities to do ministry, service, and outreach. Our communities 

also have been a great place for unchurched people to connect. Our home community 

attendance is larger than our Sunday attendance because these groups are reaching out to 

their neighbors.
